The close relationship between the olfactory nerves and the
brain’s limbic system @explains why aromas can produce such startling, powerful
responses that may resist logic. Such responses are usually immediate and
sudden, ®springing from the depths of the human psyche.

Early human societies were nomadic, based on hunting and gathering, and, in a
shifting pattern of life in search of new sources of food, qualities such as lightness,
portability, and adaptability ®Wwere dominant criteria. With the evolution of
more settled rural societies based on agriculture, other characteristics, other
traditions of form appropriate to the new patterns of life, rapidly @emerged.
It must be emphasized, however, that tradition was not static, but constantly
subject to minute variations appropriate to people and their circumstances.

Just
as it is misguided to offer your child false praise, it is also a mistake to reward all
of Wher accomplishments. Although rewards sound so positive, @they can often
lead to negative consequences. It is because ®they can take away from the love
of learning. If you consistently reward a child for her accomplishments, she starts
to focus more on getting the reward than on what she did to earn‘/@them. The
focus of her excitement shifts from enjoying learning itself to pleasing you. If you
applaud every time your child identifies a letter, she may become a praise lover
who eventually becomes less interested in learning the alphabet for ®its own sake

than for hearing you applaud.
