The country was using so much water from
massive Lake Victoria that the water level fell by a full
meter, and Uganda cut back on hydroelectric power
generation at the lake. Electricity prices nearly
doubled, so Ugandans began to use more wood for
fuel. People cut heavily into forests, which degraded
the soil. The drought that began as a threat to food
sources became an electricity problem and,
eventually, an even more profound food problem.

Through light and shade, shape, size, and angle, the
filmmaker can synchronize detail and assign a
purpose and cohesion to the screen image.
