(D Eugene Litwak has referred to this pattern of
behaviour as the ‘modified extended family’. @ It
is an extended family structure because
multigenerational ties are maintained, but it is
modified because it does not usually rest on
co-residence between the generations and most
extended families do not act as corporate groups.
@ Although modified extended family members
often live close by, the modified extended family
does not require geographical proximity and ties
are maintained even when kin are separated by
considerable distances. @ The oldest member of
the family makes the decisions on important
issues, no matter how far away family members
live from each other. ®In contrast to the
traditional extended family where kin always live
in close proximity, the members of modified
extended families may freely move away from kin
to seek
